YOUTH BANK
Groups who are ELIGIBLE to apply for a grant are those who meet the following criteria:

· The Group provides evidence of their valid registration with PAVO 
· Applications are completed by the young people and presented to the Youth Bank Committee
· Applications must evidence curriculum development linked to the Youth Work Curriculum Statement for Wales and Powys Learning Areas
· More than 50% of members are young people aged between 11 and 25, with a minimum number of 8 young people in this age range
· Young people are involved in planning & running the provision

· The group meets for social, recreational or informal learning purposes

· The Group must be a Registered Charity or a community based club/project with appropriate charitable aims and objectives

· The Group must operate on a not-for-profit basis and leaders/instructors must not have a financial interest in the organisation

· Where membership or other fees are collected, these are used solely for the benefit of the members

Groups who are NOT ELIGIBLE to apply for the grant:

· Groups who do not meet the criteria of being an eligible group

· Sports groups, .e.g. AnyTown Junior Football Club.  Please liaise with the Sports Development Team on 01597 827658

· Where Group leaders have a financial interest in the organisation and/or its activities
We are eligible – how do we apply?

1. There are two rounds every year. If you phone one of the contacts shown below we will email/send you the paperwork when applications open
