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Youth Led Grants Scheme - Notes for Applicants 2009/10
Background

This funding has been provided to County Voluntary Council’s (PAVO) by GwirVol.  GwirVol is a Welsh Assembly Government initiative based on recommendations from the Russell Commission.  The Russell Commission was established in 2005 to develop a new national framework for youth action and engagement.

Youth Opportunities Bursary

Individuals and groups can apply for up to £2,000.  The application form may be filled in or other methods of answering the questions will be accepted e.g. video, DVD, along with section B of the application form.

Criteria

Project proposals must demonstrate:

· how organisations will involve young people aged 16 – 25 in developing their voluntary 
activities.  A minimum of 4 young people, aged 16 – 25 need to be involved when 
submitting a Youth Led Grant Scheme application but the project can involve anyone.

· how they will deliver new, high quality volunteering experiences

· how they will approach and attract young people, particularly those that are 
disadvantaged or excluded. 

All applications will be considered but preference will be given to applications from:

· Communities First areas
· Black, Asian and Minority Ethnic communities
· People with physical or learning disabilities
· Youth led volunteering opportunities e.g. applications submitted by young people rather 
than a Youth Worker applying to involve young people
· Smaller organisations

Timescale

The closing date for applications is 30th October 2009 and successful projects will be informed by 30th November 2009.  Applications will be assessed by a panel of young people in Powys.

All projects will need to be completed by 31st March 2010.  If you think your project can’t be completed by this time, please consider applying for funding for next year’s scheme. 

Payment

Funding will be paid in advance to groups with a bank account or PAVO can purchase items on behalf of individuals or those groups who don’t have a bank account.

Evidence

Successful individuals / groups will need to retain invoices for the items purchased through this fund along with any photographs, press releases and/or a video diary and send to PAVO with an end of project evaluation form by 30th April 2010.  Any unspent funds will need to be returned to PAVO.  Representatives from the Youth Led Grants panel, PAVO, WCVA or WAG may wish to visit your project.
