ELIGIBILTY  

Competitors must be between the ages of 22 years of age and 28 years of age on 1st September 2022.  

 

PROCEDURE 

 

1. The competitor will be required to choose their own job advertisement to apply for, which is 

relevant to them. The advert must have been advertised within the last 12 months prior to the 

competition date. All Applicants must submit the original job advertisement with a reference as 

to where and when the advert was published together with a CV and covering letter.  

 

2. The CV must not be more than 2 sides of A4 paper.  

 

3. The covering letter must not be more than 1 side of A4 paper. 

 

4. Applications must be submitted no later than 12 Noon on Monday 17th October 2022. 

 

5. The competitor will then be requested to attend an interview which will consist of specific 

questions about the job being applied for and relevant requirements relating to the advertisement. 

Questions will also focus on life experiences and will be structured around the form “Tell me about 

a time when you….” (E.g., “Tell me about a time when you had to meet a deadline”) Applicants 

should consider the Situation (What was happening), Task (What was required), Action (What did 

YOU do) and the Result (What was the outcome) when answering.
